 Materials and techniques

Important art terms to know:

Materials: What the artist has used to make the artwork, eg. Lino, ink 

Techniques: How the artist has used the materials to create particular effects, eg, carving short sharp lines into surface of lino

Medium/Media: The art form used by the artist: printmaking
Things to think about:
· What materials has the artist used? 
· What techniques appear to have been used?
· How do these techniques contribute to the visual effects?
· Has the artist used materials or techniques in a conventional or unconventional manner?
· How has the use of these materials/techniques contributed to the subject matter and overall mood or feeling of the artwork?
