Analysing an unseen artwork in the terms of:
 Texture

Helpful hints:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Remember to read the information supplied underneath the plate. Note carefully the date, size, any information regarding the cultural context and materials/techniques. These may be helpful clues of how the artwork was made or the intended meaning.  

Important art term to know:
Aesthetic qualities: The art elements/principles and/or materials& techniques and/or subject matter that the artist has used to create a beautiful or visually powerful artwork – the visually beautiful, challenging or confronting qualities of the artwork.

When describing an artwork use the 3 point formula:

1. Describe the aesthetic quality/art element/materials/techniques (describe)

2. Tell us where you can see it in the artwork (justify)

3. Describe the qualities/atmosphere/mood it creates in the artwork (analyse)
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Discuss how the artist has used the art element texture to develop particular aesthetic qualities in the artwork.
